• Round a number to the nearest 10,000 and 1,000 

• Solve number and practical problems that involve all of the above with 
increasing large positive numbers 

• Read Roman numerals to 100 and know that over time, the numeral system 
changed to include the concept of 0 and place value 

• Add and subtract numbers with up to 4 digits using the formal written 
methods of columnar addition and subtraction where appropriate 

• Estimate and use inverse operations to check answers to a calculation 

• Solve addition and subtraction two-step problems in contexts, deciding 
which operations and methods to use and why 

• Find and compare area 

• Multiply and divide numbers

• Write a story opening 

• Understand the structure of a short story 

• Write my own short story with paragraphs 

• Read and write a range of poems both rhyming and non-rhyming 

• Use past, present and future tense and understand the term “tense”

• Understand how writers create imaginary worlds 

• Identify the common punctuation marks including commas, semi-colons, 
colons, dashes, hyphens and speech marks 

• Use diagonal and horizontal strokes that are needed to join letters 

• Write from memory simple dictated sentences that include words and 
punctuation taught  

• Organise narrative writing into clear sequences with more than a basic 
beginning, middle and end 

• Use a range of sentences with more than one clause – through use of 
conjunctions

What is sound? 

• Identify how sounds are made, associating some of them with something 
vibrating 

• Recognise that vibrations from sounds travel through a medium to the ear  

• Find patterns between the pitch of a sound and features of the object that 
produced it 

• Find patterns between the volume of a sound and the strength of the 
vibrations that produced it 

• Recognise that sounds get fainter as the distance from the sound source 
increases 

• Measuring sound using data loggers 
 
How can we switch off? 

• Identify common appliances that run on electricity 

• Construct a simple series electrical circuit, identifying and naming its basic 
parts 

• Identify whether or not a lamp will light in a simple series circuit 

• Recognise that a switch opens and closes a circuit
