• Recite or perform a poem making the meaning clear

• Know what the inference – ‘reading between the lines’ – means 

• Find inferences about characters’ feelings and thoughts - explain inferences 
about characters’ feelings and thoughts  

• Give reasons for characters’ actions or behaviour –,  

• Recognise key ideas in text 

• Explain a writer’s message

• Observing and describing how seeds and bulbs grow into mature plants 

• Finding out and describing how plants need water, light and a suitable 
temperature to grow and stay healthy 

 
What is home? 

•  Ask simple questions and recognising that they can be answered in different 
ways 

• Identify and classify using their observations and ideas to suggest answers to 
questions 

• Explore and compare the differences between things that are living and dead, 
and things that have never been alive 

• Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and 
describe how different habitats provide for the basic needs of different kinds of 
animals and plants, and how they depend on each other 

• Identify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats including 
micro-habitats 

• Notice that animals, including humans, have offspring which grow into adults

• Use simple compass directions (north, south, east and west) and locational and 
directional language (for example, near and far, left and right), to describe the
